THE LITURGY OF THE WORD 

THE FIRST READING Jeremiah 1:4-10 

A reading from the Prophet Jeremiah 

Now the word of the Lord came to me saying, "Before I formed you in 

the womb I knew you, and before you were born I consecrated you; I 

appointed you a prophet to the nations." Then I said, "Ah, Lord God! 

Truly I do not know how to speak, for I am only a boy." But the Lord 

said to me, "Do not say, 'I am only a boy'; for you shall go to all to 

whom I send you, and you shall speak whatever I command you, Do 

not be afraid of them, for I am with you to deliver you, says the Lord."  

Then the Lord put out his hand and touched my mouth; and the Lord 

said to me, "Now I have put my words in your mouth. See, today I 

appoint you over nations and over kingdoms, to pluck up and to pull 

down, to destroy and to overthrow, to build and to plant."

THE SECOND READING  Hebrews 12:18-29 

A reading from the letter to the Hebrews 

You have not come to something that can be touched, a blazing fire, 

and darkness, and gloom, and a tempest, and the sound of a trumpet, 

and a voice whose words made the hearers beg that not another word 

be spoken to them. (For they could not endure the order that was 

given, "If even an animal touches the mountain, it shall be stoned to 

death." Indeed, so terrifying was the sight that Moses said, "I tremble 

with fear.")  
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But you have come to Mount Zion and to the city of the living God, 

the heavenly Jerusalem, and to innumerable angels in festal gathering, 

and to the assembly of the firstborn who are enrolled in heaven, and 

to God the judge of all, and to the spirits of the righteous made 

perfect, and to Jesus, the mediator of a new covenant, and to the 

sprinkled blood that speaks a better word than the blood of Abel.  

See that you do not refuse the one who is speaking; for if they did not 

escape when they refused the one who warned them on earth, how 

much less will we escape if we reject the one who warns from heaven! 

At that time his voice shook the earth; but now he has promised, "Yet 

once more I will shake not only the earth but also the heaven." This 

phrase, "Yet once more," indicates the removal of what is shaken - that 

is, created things - so that what cannot be shaken may remain.  

Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, let 

us give thanks, by which we offer to God an acceptable worship with 

reverence and awe; for indeed our God is a consuming fire.  

Hear what the Spirit is saying to God’s people.

THE HOLY GOSPEL Luke 13:10-17 

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ, according to Luke.  

Glory to you, Lord Jesus Christ.  

Now he was teaching in one of the synagogues on the sabbath. And 

just then there appeared a woman with a spirit that had crippled her 

for eighteen years. She was bent over and was quite unable to stand up 

straight. When Jesus saw her, he called her over and said, "Woman, 

you are set free from your ailment." When he laid his hands on her, 

immediately she stood up straight and began praising God.  

But the leader of the synagogue, indignant because Jesus had cured on 

the sabbath, kept saying to the crowd, "There are six days on which 

work ought to be done; come on those days and be cured, and not on 

the sabbath day."  

But the Lord answered him and said, "You hypocrites! Does not each 

of you on the sabbath untie his ox or his donkey from the manger, and 
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lead it away to give it water? And ought not this woman, a daughter of 

Abraham whom Satan bound for eighteen long years, be set free from 

this bondage on the sabbath day?"  

When he said this, all his opponents were put to shame; and the entire 

crowd was rejoicing at all the wonderful things that he was doing.

THE NICENE CREED

And to all thy people give thy heavenly grace, and specially to this 

congregation here present, that, with meek heart and due reverence, 

they may hear and receive thy holy Word; truly serving thee in 

holiness and righteousness all the days of their life. 

And we most humbly beseech thee of thy goodness, O Lord, to 

comfort and succour all them, who in this transitory life are in trouble, 

sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity,especially those for 

whom our prayers are desired. 

We remember before thee, O Lord, all thy servants departed this life 

in thy faith and fear: and we bless thy holy Name for all who in life and 

death have glorified thee; beseeching thee to give us grace that, 

rejoicing in their fellowship, we may follow their good examples, and 

with them be partakers of thy heavenly kingdom. 

Grant this, O Father, for Jesus Christ’s sake, our only Mediator and 

Advocate, to whom, with thee and the Holy Ghost, be all honour and 

glory, world without end.

BLESSING and glory and thanksgiving be unto thee Almighty God, our 

heavenly Father, who of thy tender mercy didst give thine only Son 

Jesus Christ to take our nature upon him, and to suffer death upon the 

Cross for our redemption; who made there, by his one oblation of 

himself once offered, a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, 

and satisfaction, for the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and 

in his holy Gospel command us to continue, a perpetual memorial of 

that his precious death, until his coming again. 

Hear us, O merciful Father, we most humbly beseech thee; and grant 

that we receiving these thy creatures of bread and wine, according to 

thy Son our Saviour Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of 

his death and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and 

Blood; who, in the same night that he was betrayed, atook Bread; and, 

when he had given thanks, bhe brake it; and gave it to his disciples, 

saying, Take, eat; cthis is my Body which is given for you: Do this in 

remembrance of me. Likewise after supper dhe took the Cup; and, 

when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all, of 

this; for ethis is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you 

and for many for the remission of sins: Do this, as oft as ye shall drink 

it, in remembrance of me. 
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Wherefore, O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, we thy humble 

servants, with all thy holy Church, remembering the precious death of 

thy beloved Son, his mighty resurrection, and glorious ascension, and 

looking for his coming again in glory, do make before thee, in this 

sacrament of the holy Bread of eternal life and the Cup of everlasting 

salvation, the memorial which he hath commanded; And we entirely 

desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of 

praise and thanksgiving, most humbly beseeching thee to grant, that by 

the merits and death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his 

blood, we and all thy whole Church may obtain remission of our sins, 

and all other benefits of his passion; And we pray that by the power of 

thy Holy Spirit, all we who are partakers of this holy Communion may 

be fulfilled with thy grace and heavenly benediction; through Jesus 

Christ our Lord, by whom and with whom, in the unity of the Holy 

Spirit, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world 

without end. Amen.

To receive the wine, please gently guide the chalice to your lips, or simply touch the 

base of the chalice if you prefer not to drink from it. Please note that intinction (dipping the 

wafer in the wine) is not permitted in our diocese. If you prefer to receive a blessing instead 

of the bread and wine, you may indicate that desire by crossing your arms over your chest.
