THE LITURGY OF THE WORD 

THE FIRST READING Deuteronomy 8:7-18 

A reading from the Book of Deuteronomy 

For the Lord your God is bringing you into a good land, a land with 
flowing streams, with springs and underground waters welling up in 
valleys and hills, a land of wheat and barley, of vines and fig trees and 
pomegranates, a land of olive trees and honey, a land where you may eat 
bread without scarcity, where you will lack nothing, a land whose stones 
are iron and from whose hills you may mine copper. You shall eat your fill 
and bless the Lord your God for the good land that he has given you. 

Take care that you do not forget the Lord your God, by failing to keep his 
commandments, his ordinances, and his statutes, which I am commanding 
you today. When you have eaten your fill and have built fine houses and 
live in them, and when your herds and flocks have multiplied, and your 
silver and gold is multiplied, and all that you have is multiplied, then do 
not exalt yourself, forgetting the Lord your God, who brought you out of 
the land of Egypt, out of the house of slavery, who led you through the 
great and terrible wilderness, an arid waste-land with poisonous snakes 
and scorpions. He made water flow for you from flint rock, and fed you in 
the wilderness with manna that your ancestors did not know, to humble 
you and to test you, and in the end to do you good.  
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Do not say to yourself, “My power and the might of my own hand have 
gained me this wealth.” But remember the Lord your God, for it is he who 
gives you power to get wealth, so that he may confirm his covenant that 
he swore to your ancestors, as he is doing today.

THE SECOND READING  2 Corinthians 9:6-15 

A reading from the second letter of Paul to the Corinthians 

The point is this: the one who sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and 
the one who sows bountifully will also reap bountifully. Each of you must 
give as you have made up your mind, not reluctantly or under compulsion, 
for God loves a cheerful giver. And God is able to provide you with every 
blessing in abundance, so that by always having enough of everything, you 
may share abundantly in every good work. As it is written, 

“He scatters abroad, he gives to the poor; 
    his righteousness endures for ever.” 

He who supplies seed to the sower and bread for food will supply and 
multiply your seed for sowing and increase the harvest of your 
righteousness. You will be enriched in every way for your great generosity, 
which will produce thanksgiving to God through us; for the rendering of 
this ministry not only supplies the needs of the saints but also overflows 
with many thanksgivings to God.

present, that, with meek heart and due reverence, they may hear and 
receive thy holy Word; truly serving thee in holiness and righteousness all 
the days of their life. 

And we most humbly beseech thee of thy goodness, O Lord, to comfort 
and succour all them, who in this transitory life are in trouble, sorrow, 
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need, sickness, or any other adversity, especially those for whom our 
prayers are desired. 

We remember before thee, O Lord, all thy servants departed this life in 
thy faith and fear: and we bless thy holy Name for all who in life and death 
have glorified thee; beseeching thee to give us grace that, rejoicing in their 
fellowship, we may follow their good examples, and with them be 
partakers of thy heavenly kingdom. Grant this, O Father, for Jesus Christ’s 
sake, our only Mediator and Advocate, to whom, with thee and the Holy 
Ghost, be all honour and glory, world without end. Amen.

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THE PRAYER OF CONSECRATION 

Blessing and glory and thanksgiving be unto thee Almighty God, our 
heavenly Father, who of thy tender mercy didst give thine only Son Jesus 
Christ to take our nature upon him, and to suffer death upon the Cross 
for our redemption; who made there, by his one oblation of himself once 
offered, a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, 
for the sins of the whole world; and did institute, and in his holy Gospel 
command us to continue, a perpetual memorial of that his precious death, 
until his coming again. 

Hear us, O merciful Father, we most humbly beseech thee; and grant that 
we receiving these thy creatures of bread and wine, according to thy Son 
our Saviour Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his death 
and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood; who, 
in the same night that he was betrayed, took Bread; and, when he had 
given thanks, he brake it; and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, eat; this 
is my Body which is given for you: Do this in remembrance of me. 
Likewise after supper he took the Cup; and, when he had given thanks, he 
gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all, of this; for this is my Blood of the 
new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for the remission of 
sins: Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me. 

Wherefore, O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, we thy humble servants, 
with all thy holy Church, remembering the precious death of thy beloved 
Son, his mighty resurrection, and glorious ascension, and looking for his 
coming again in glory, do make before thee, in this sacrament of the holy 
Bread of eternal life and the Cup of everlasting salvation, the memorial 
which he hath commanded;  

And we entirely desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our 
sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving, most humbly beseeching thee to 
grant, that by the merits and death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through 
faith in his blood, we and all thy whole Church may obtain remission of 
our sins, and all other benefits of his passion; And we pray that by the 
power of thy Holy Spirit, all we who are partakers of this holy 
Communion may be fulfilled with thy grace and heavenly benediction;  
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through Jesus Christ our Lord, by whom and with whom, in the unity of 
the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, 
world without end. Amen.
